Pastor’s Note:                             
 

IN BETWEEN TIMES 
  

 I was listening to news on public radio. They 
are known for in-depth coverage of what’s happening 
in this country and elsewhere. Each time a segment 
ends, they play appropriate music for the transition. 
 For example, if the topic is very serious and 
maybe an account of someone dying, the follow-up 
music is somber and reflective. If, on the other hand, 
the story was about something humorous and light-
hearted, the music is upbeat and whimsical. I have 
come to appreciate the persons who choose each 
piece of music for each broadcast. 
 So I started thinking about other transitions. 
When I finish a phone call or a project, there is no 
piped-in music to help with the move to the next task. 
But maybe there should be. I don’t mean actual 
music, but I think there should be a transitioning of 
some sort. 
 This bridge from one task to the next could be 
a simple intake of air with a silent prayer of thanks. 
Or maybe it could be a silently recited line from a 
psalm, “To you, O Lord, I lift my soul.” Or maybe the 
transition could be a quick look at the picture of Jesus 
I have hanging on my office wall. 
 Such transitions would help me remember to 
enlist God’s help in all that I do. Moreover, the silent 
moment could help me re-center myself in the midst 
of each day’s activities. 
 Of course, there are major transition times for 
most people like when they leave for work and when 
they return. These almost always call for a prayer to 
help refocus on what lies ahead. But don’t forget 
about the little transitions that take place all day long. 
Those moments can also make a difference as we try 
to turn the day over to the Lord.

RESPECT LIFE: PRAYER AND PENANCE  
January 22, the anniversary of the Roe v Wade 
Supreme Court decision of 1973, is listed as a ‘Day of 
Penance, which shall be observed in all dioceses of 
the United States as a particular day of penance for 
violations to the dignity of human persons.’ 
 Although it is not prescribed what might be 
done for this day of penance, may I suggest that each 
person do some form of fasting or self-denial on 
Monday of this week. There are many ways in which 
human dignity may have been violated – from 
abortions, to put-downs of others, to disregard for 
others’ rights, and also inappropriate use of military 
arms. We have to work for the good of all people. 
 As we offer our small penances, may we ask 
God’s forgiveness of our nation and continued insight 
in learning to respect human life more fully. 
 

DO YOU WANT TO HELP?  
Perhaps you don’t know this, but the 
Eucharistic bowls that we use at 
Mass have been borrowed from 
another church (and need to be 
returned). The Eucharistic cups we use were left from 
churches that closed. We are glad to have them. But 
the bowls need to be returned someday, and as we 
grow, we are discovering we will need more cups. 
 Perhaps this is the time to purchase some 
items of our own. 
 Would this be an item that you would like to 
purchase in memory of some family member? The 
cost would be about $163 for each cup and $152 for 
each bowl. (We would want four to six of each.)
