SIGNATURES

Last Sunday as | watched the men and women
in RCIA sign the Book of the Elect, | was struck by
the many different ways people sign their names.
Some are precise and show carefully practiced
cursive. Others are illegible by design. And thare
those that are completely stylized.

Signatures represent us. We sign our names or
checks, contracts, and many other important papers
Even on documents that are not officially ‘legéike
signatures on notes to the teacher, we know tteat th
signature we give represents us. Therefore, a
signature matters.

| have in my collection a couple of treasured
signatures. Some years ago, | wrote to Bishop
Desmond Tutu in South Africa to show my support of
his opposition to apartheid. He wrote back a simple
letter on a manual typewriter. (A year later, he
received the Nobel Peace Prize.) A year or twa llate
wrote to author Elie Wiesel. He also wrote back and
signed the letter himself. (The following year tey,
received the Nobel Peace Prize.)

Yet my most valuable signature is the one
simply written, “Mom,” on a note | received from my
mother a few years before her death.

In all of these cases, | realize that a signature
is more than just a name. It represents a persoalan
that he or she stands for. We leave behind us many
indications of who we are. As people note our
signature, may they also recall what good we stand

for while in this world.

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FIELD OF FAITH NEWS

Now that we have completed all the Parish
Receptions for our Field of Faith campaign, many
have had a first-hand chance to check out our
building plans. For those who were unable to attend
any of the sessions, you will be receiving infonomat
in the mail. Here are some highlights.
We will build a Parish Life Center (a multi-
purpose building) that will house Sunday
Mass, GOF, and many more activities,
classes, and meetings. Also there will be
offices and a chapel for weekday Mass.
The Diocese requires us to have a minimum
of $525,000 in hand (not merely in pledges)
before we can break ground. That is 25% of
the building cost, $2,100,000.
Our campaign of $406,000 has assumed
some money that is already saved for this
purpose plus regular contributions to the
building fund from Sunday collections.
If our campaign exceeds that goal, we will
likely break ground earlier and have less
money to borrow for the remaining 75% of
the cost. That's why the target goal is the
very minimum
Regardless of amount of pledgewe would
like to hear fromeveryone in the parish.
Some have turned in their pledge card and
indicated they cannot give at all. Thank you
to them for the other ways they support our
parish.
Next week at Mass you will find a table set
up with pledge cards in case you don't bring
your own. That is our COMMITMENT
WEEKEND. Please consider making your
pledge at this time.
