ABOUT OUR PATRON

Blessed John XXIIl, pope from 1958 to
1963, was born Angelo Roncalli, in Sotto il
Monte, Italy, in 1881.

When he was elected
pope after Pius XII,

he was an old man
and expected simply
to be an interim pope,
to be pleasant without
making waves. But he
shocked the world

when a month into the
papacy he announced
a full council of the

church, to be known
as the Second Vatican
Council.

He was known for his personal
warmth, his humor, and his kindness. An
affable and gentle man, he also had a great
vision that church should truly connect with
people’s lives and offer hope to the world.

Known to many as “Good Pope
John,” he was courageous in trusting the
Spirit to guide the church and the council.
He died June 3, 1963.
