STEWARDSHIP THOUGHT: BECOMING

GENEROUS
(Each Sunday during October we are reviewing some
aspect of stewardship.)
Have you ever noticed that some people are just
naturally generous? They will give you the shirt of
their back without a second thought. For others,
generosity is a matter of making a conscious choice
These are people who decide they want to be of big
heart and set out to become that way.

Here are some steps in becoming generous.

0 Be conscious of the needs of others. We have
to take the “I” out of the equation and not
think about ourselves or our own needs until
we have first discovered what is lacking to
others.

0 Realize that sharing something doesn't really
take anything away from us. Some people
seem to fear that in being generous they are
going to have nothing left. The opposite is
true. In sharing they truly get more back.

o Be honest in admitting that you have
something to give. Many people feel they
have little time, skills, or other resources.
Admitting that you are gifted can be humbling
as you also acknowledge how generous God
has been to you.

o Do not give to God or others only what is
extra or left over. Real generosity has to be
from the top and require at least a little
sacrifice.
