QUESTION OF THE WEEK 
 
Q  What is Blessed John Parish doing for Christmas 
this year? 
 
A  We are very happy to announce that there will be 
three Christmas Masses – all at Perrysburg High 
School. On Christmas Eve (Saturday, December 24), 
we will have a 4:30 p.m. Mass “with the child in mind” 
and a 7:00 p.m. Mass that will be “midnight in flavor 
without having to stay up that late.” On Sunday, 
Christmas morning, we will have our usual 9:30 a.m. 
Mass. 
 
BISHOP COMING  
 
We begin the season of Advent on November 27, the 
Sunday right after Thanksgiving, with Bishop Blair 
visiting to preside at liturgy. We know this could be a 
bad time since many will be out of town for the 
holiday. Please try to be here that Sunday to help greet 
the bishop. You will have a chance to meet him; maybe 
you can share with him some of your thoughts about 
Blessed John. 
 
 
FR. HERB’S COURSE: SESSION TWO 
 
We continue on Monday of this week with “The 
Catholic Church Today” with Father Herb, 7:00-8:30 
p.m., at Christ Lutheran Church, Dowling. The topic is 
“Catholic Worship – what it means and why.” Open to 
all, even if you were unable to come last week. 
 
 

 
Each fall my brothers and I get together for what we 
call “Brother Bonding.”

As always, we talked about family life (most of them 
are grandfathers) and what we are doing (most of them 
are retired). We also walked, played cards, and ate. This 
year one of my brothers brought along a book that 
contained the history of Putnam County basketball. 
That’s the county in which we grew up, and most of my 
brothers played basketball. Consequently, there was the 
sharing of lots of sports memories. 
 
Maybe I shouldn’t have been surprised, but my brothers 
could recall details of games of fifty or more years ago. 
They remembered who made the winning shot and how 
much time was left on the clock. They recalled players 
on other teams and how to defend against them.  
 
Although I enjoy sports, my primary recollections of 
growing up are not about games. Nonetheless, there are 
some good memories of key times. I can recall great 
conversations about “what I want to be when I grow 
up” with my friend Bob. Those stay with me, especially 
since Bob later died of a brain tumor. As a classmate, 
however, Bob was extremely supportive when I told 
him about my dream to be a priest. 
 
Memories are good. Today, besides recalling special 
sporting feats from high school, maybe we can think 
back to those who encouraged us in our faith journey, 
those who helped us discover our dreams. 
 
November is a good month for recalling family and 
friends.
